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This course is designed to equip students with the skills necessary to run an 
effective non-partisan, voter mobilization campaign based on the principles of 
community organizing.  In the context of an exciting 2008 presidential campaign 
that will bring national attention to Ohio, students will work alongside 
neighborhood groups and religious congregations on the Near East side in a 
community-wide Get-Out-The-Vote (GOTV) campaign.  Students will learn the 
fundamentals of increasing voter turnout: voter registration, contacting voters 
at their doorstep, organizing neighborhood walks, recruiting volunteers, and 
running phone banks.  In the process, they will gain a deep familiarity with the 
Near East Side community and will make a meaningful impact on voter 
participation in a neighborhood with a history of low turnout.
